“Mollie’s War” a Memoir by Cyndee Schaffer at the LaSalle Library.

On Tuesday, June 30th, at 6:00 p.m. the LaSalle Public Library will host author, Cyndee Schaffer and her presentation, “Mollie’s War,” a fascinating and important look at the life and times of her mother, Mollie Weinstein Schaffer, a member of the Woman's Army Corp. 

WACs were the first women, other than nurses to serve overseas in World War II. Drawing upon excerpts from Mollie's letters written during the war, this presentation provides a romantic, yet frightful, glimpse into the life of a woman in a uniform during this crucial time in history. The program details Mollie's experiences from basic training in Florida in October, 1943 to the dramatic moment of her return to America, when the Statue of Liberty came into view, in November, 1945. It traces the footsteps of the women who served in Europe, following Mollie and her fellow WACs stationed in England, before D-Day, across France, from Normandy to liberated Paris and finally, to Germany, before returning to the U.S.  

This program, funded by the Alwin C. Carus Trust, is free and open to the public. The Library is located at 305 Marquette Street, LaSalle, IL and is Americans with Disabilities Act compliant and welcoming.
