LaSalle Library Summer Reading and Summer Events for Adults.

The LaSalle Public Library is hosting its first summer reading program for adults, “Summer Road Trip,” and readers are invited to come along for the ride!  The program, which runs from June 1st through August 31st is designed to encourage readers to sample four broad categories of books or audio books, fiction, nonfiction, biography, and titles by Illinois Authors.  Readers complete the reading and may enter a free drawing for each genre.  Once one book in each genre has been completed, the reader may enter a Grand Prize Raffle – winner to take home a Kindle Fire.  Additional books completed in any genre provide the reader with more chances to enter those drawings, and to take home an Essential Book Lovers Gift Bag.

More chances to win?  Attend the Library’s summer events, offered between June 1st and August 31st, return a short survey after the program and enter to win, again.  Programming includes a variety of arts, humanities and science presentations for adults.  Summer Road Trip programming includes a series of five summer-themed “Road Trip” presentations like “On the Road to Glory: The Fred Lorenzen Story,” a biographical look at NASCAR great Fred Lorenzen, presented by NASCAR driver, Camden Murphy, and “Freedom Rides, Freedom Riders,” a presentation about the early days of the Civil Rights Movement, as well as programs in the six event World War II series with presentations like “Hollywood and World War II” and “The Legacy Girls:  the Andrews Sisters Tribute,” a free concert at Rotary Park; even more events including eclectic programs like “The New Horizons Spacecraft,” a presentation by NASA Ambassador, Joel Knapper, about the July 14th visit of the spacecraft to Pluto, where it will arrive on schedule after over nine years of flight, “The History of Coca-Cola,”  and “Sox vs. Cubs: The Chicago Civil Wars,” will offer something for everyone.  Regular monthly programming like the “Poetry Connection” will continue through the summer months.
