Kids’ Pillow Case Project – Free Red Cross Safety Program at LaSalle Library.

On Thursday, March 10th at 6:00 p.m. children ages 7 through 11, and their parents or caregivers are invited to participate in a free family safety program, presented by Justin Long of the American Red Cross.
