Mike Anderson performs “Historic Highways” at LaSalle Library.

On Tuesday, June 2nd, at 6:00 p.m., the LaSalle Public Library will host “Historic Highways,” performed by singer, musician and storyteller, Mike Anderson.  In this performance, arranged especially for the Library, Mike will take the audience on a musical summer road trip across the American landscape.  From sentimental to positively silly – traveling to see a two-story outhouse – it will be quite an adventure.  For generations, Americans have enjoyed a tradition of traveling the open road – a tradition that dates back to that of the pioneers.  From “going home,” and meeting up with one’s true love, to “leaving the blues behind,” Americans love being on the move, traveling somewhere, and highways, when they connected the nation coast-to-coast, provided the means.

The combination of music, storytelling, humor, and educational background has made Anderson one of the most sought after performers and speakers in the Midwest.  Under his leadership, the New Salem Storytelling Festival, and Clayville Music and Storytelling Festival before that, have become events of national renown.  He is also nationally known, appearing at the National Mountain Music Festival, holding a prestigious position on the faculty on the Mountain Dulcimer Workshops at Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina and West Carolina University, North Carolina.  His programs, developed from lyrics, music and period instruments create a picture of the people and their times.  Mike’s research, storytelling, wit and musical talent will combine to make “Historic Highways” a unique program in the LaSalle Public Library’s Summer Road Trip series.  “Historic Highways” is made possible through funding from the Alwin C.
