Director of Public Works – Position Profile

City Currently Accepting Resumes
The City of LaSalle, Illinois is currently accepting resumes for the position of Director of Public Works. The purpose of this profile is to provide information regarding the community and the position to potential candidates, who are considering applying for the position. The person, who is currently the Director of Public Works, recently announced his retirement, which is scheduled for sometime in late 2013. 

It is the City’s intent to hire someone for the position of Director of Public Works and for that person to start employment prior to the retirement of the current Director. It is the City’s intent that the next and current Director of Public Works be able to work together for an unspecified period of time to ensure an effective transition. The current Director of Public Works is agreeable to working with the next Director during this transition and to be available to provide whatever assistance may be required both prior to and following his retirement.

Information regarding the search process, how to apply for this position, and a time table for the interview process is listed at the end of this profile. The City’s website (www.lasalle-il.gov) also contains much information about the City of LaSalle and the community. Potential candidates are encouraged to review this website for additional information.

The Community of LaSalle
The community of LaSalle is located in the north central part of the State of Illinois in what is known as the Illinois Valley Area. The City is situated at the crossroads of U.S. Interstate 80 and U.S. Interstate 39. The City of LaSalle has a population of 9,640 and the Illinois Valley Area, which includes four cities, has a population in excess of 33,000.

Chicago and the suburbs are to the east and north. Rockford is 74 miles to the north. The Quad Cities are 82 miles to the west and Peoria is 63 miles to the south. The City is situated on the west side of LaSalle County. The Illinois River flows along the south side of LaSalle and moves southward, before it eventually meets the Mississippi River to the north of St Louis.

The History of LaSalle
Before settlers came to the area, the Illinois Valley Area was inhibited by a people known as the Mound Builders and the Native Americans. Little information is known about their lives and activities.

The first recorded journey through the area is that of Louis Joliet and Father Marquette in the late 1600’s. They passed through the area on their way to the west. Father Marquette later returned to found a mission near what is Starved Rock. 
Rene-Robert Cavelier Sieur de LaSalle, for whom the city is named, began his exploration of the area in 1678. After traveling the Mississippi River, he and Henri di Tonty built Fort Saint Louis at Starved Rock. He continued to travel, building forts, until his murder in January 1687. 
After Illinois declared statehood on December 3, 1818, it was only a matter of time before settlers began moving into the Illinois Valley. LaSalle County was established on January 15, 1831.
One of the most well known first settlers of the area was Aaron Gunn. He eventually purchased the tract of land that is now located just north of Eleventh Street, between Chartres and Bucklin Streets. Other settlers included Samuel Lapsley and Burton Ayers. Lapsley built a log cabin between Fourth and Fifth Streets, south of the present location of LaSalle-Peru Township High School in 1830. Additionally, he constructed a saw mill that was located in the Little Vermillion. Ayers owned a log cabin and shop where he made plows on the corner of Sixth and Union Streets. 
As the dream of constructing a canal from this area up to Chicago became reality, the need to create towns along its banks grew. Consequently, the town of LaSalle was platted in 1838. At this time, many purchasers of the lots were canal workers or shop keepers hoping to sell supplies to the workers. The canal was officially opened on April 16, 1848. Four days later, the “General Thornton” became the first boat to travel the canal. 
Construction of the Illinois & Michigan Canal led to an increase in population of the LaSalle area. Between the years of 1843 and 1848, the population had grown from almost 100 to 200 people. 
In 1851, residents of the area began to see a need for an organized government. A board of trustees was created. One year later, on August 4, 1852, the City of LaSalle was officially established as a city. Official positions were created which included the elected and appointed officials of mayor, aldermen, clerk, city attorney, assessor, collector, treasurer, marshal, engineer, weighmaster, and street supervisor. 
By 1869, the official boundaries of the City had been established. The boundaries remained unchanged for several years until 1923, when the City annexed a large area of land. The land near the present location of Northwest School was annexed in 1962. The City continued to annex land, with 61 annexations between 1963 and 1989. In 1999, the City greatly increased its acreage with 71 annexations. With several landowners wishing to become part of the LaSalle, the City has continued to move north into previously unincorporated area. 

The Growing and Expanding Business Community
The City of LaSalle has a wide array of local businesses and shops, such as ten auto repair shops, fifteen barber shops/beauty salons, four banks, three clothing and apparel shops, eight construction companies, three furniture stores, three grocery stores, three hardware stores, five insurance agencies, sixteen shopping/gift shops, and over thirty grills and restaurants. The downtown renovation project included the reconstruction of streets, sidewalks, and utilities. Numerous amenities, such as benches, receptacles, trees, and shrubs were added to further beautify and enhance the downtown area. 

Since LaSalle is located in a very sizable retail trade area, many new businesses are looking to locate in LaSalle. While the population of LaSalle is 9,460, the actual customer base is in excess of 20,000 due to the close proximity of nearby communities such as Peru, Oglesby, Spring Valley, and North Utica. A 2010 retail trade study revealed that while the actual volume of retail trade sales was in excess of $348 million, the potential volume of sales was closer to $513 million. As a result, the business community has experienced a recent rebound that is expected to continue for many years.

The City has taken a very aggressive approach in helping existing businesses expand and new businesses get started. The City has 4,300 acres in TIF districts to help developers recoup costs. The City has also established a revolving loan fund, enterprise zones, and a redevelopment incentive program.

The LaSalle Business Association is a volunteer driven, not for profit organization, which is committed to bringing the resources of the business community together for the common good. The LBA fourteen member board of directors has adopted goals and objectives for the purpose of building collaborations, creating partnerships, sponsoring community events, and addressing current trends and issues. The LBA publishes a quarterly newsletter that can be found on the City’s website.

Residential Development
The City has experienced an increase in residential development due to its excellent location at the junction of Interstates 80 and 39. There are currently twelve active real estate firms from the Illinois Valley area with residential listings in LaSalle. IllinoisValleyHomes.com is an excellent website that makes the home buying experience more productive and enjoyable.

There are many residential lots available for people to construct the home of their dreams. For example, the Vermilionvue Residential Subdivision has 39 lots available for new construction. Building sites are also available in the Country Aire Subdivision.

Recreational Opportunities
Recreational opportunities are very abundant in LaSalle and the surrounding area. There are six parks in the City, with Hegeler Park offering the greatest number of activities.

[image: http://lasalle-il.gov/images/hegeler2.gif]Hegeler Park was developed in the early 1900’s and is currently LaSalle’s largest park. The park has a swimming pool, youth baseball field, adult softball field, four tennis courts, volleyball area, playground, picnic shelters, concession stand, and restrooms. The other five parks include the Mary Hegeler Carus Memorial Park, Ninth Street Park, Pulaski Park, Prairie Park, and Rotary Park.

La Salle Rotary Park is a new 52 acre park on the east side of the community that is currently being developed. The park will ultimately feature soccer fields, adult and youth baseball and softball diamonds, a dog park, a fishing pier, a picnic shelter, restrooms, many trails, and a wheelchair accessible playground.

The LaSalle Rotary Club has taken a lead role in developing the park into what may one day be the largest municipal park in Illinois, outside Cook County. It is anticipated that Rotary Park will be built in five phases and will be financed with various grants, fund raising efforts, individual donations, and corporate donations. The playground area, the parking lot, and a portion of the trails have already been completed.
The Illinois Valley YMCA is located on Walnut Drive in Peru, which is the community just to the west of LaSalle. The YMCA offers an aquatic center, preschool program, swim team, wellness center, adult sports, group exercise, walking club, senior group, racquet ball, basketball, volleyball, nerf nights, weight training, and water fitness classes for very reasonable membership fees.

The natural beauty of LaSalle County has been carefully preserved in numerous state parks near LaSalle.. Starved Rock State Park has 2,630 acres of 18 sandstone canyons, waterfalls, miles of trails, tree-covered bluffs, dining, lodging, and shopping. Matthiessen State Park offers 1,938 acres of sandstone canyons, wildlife (including a large population of white tail deer), bike trails, horseback riding, cross country skiing, and numerous picnic/playground areas. Buffalo Rock State Park has 283 acres and provides a beautiful panoramic view of the Illinois River and Native American burial grounds. Two walking trails provide a great view of the Illinois River. The Illini State Park, near Marseilles, has an area overlooking the roaring rapids of the Illinois River and 510 acres of beautiful scenery that can be enjoyed by campers, boaters, fish anglers, hikers, sledders, and ice skaters. A new memorial dedicated to Illinois soldiers lost in Afghanistan and Iraq also gives Illini State Park a sense of history.

Beginning at Lock 14 in LaSalle, people can follow the 61.5 mile canal to Joliet, while also enjoying views of the Illinois River. This shade-covered well-groomed Illinois and Michigan (I & M) Canal State Trail follows the towpath where mules and horses once pulled canal boats between Chicago and LaSalle.

Illinois & Michigan Canal – Historic Landmark 
[image: LaSalle Canal Boat]With a single stroke, the opening of the Illinois & Michigan Canal in 1848 gave Illinois the key to mastery of the American mid- continent. The dream of the canal had animated visions and plans for Illinois since the French first explored the area 175 years earlier. As that vision was realized, the canal’s commissioners laid out a canal port that would grow into a great metropolis; their fellow citizens patented agricultural and industrial innovations that would make this the richest economic zone the world had ever seen. That Illinois is now the most populous inland American state is directly traceable to the 96-mile canal that linked the Great Lakes to the Illinois and Mississippi rivers. Today, you can explore over 90 miles of history that includes impressive aqueducts, restored historic sites, distinctive landscapes, and wildlife. Walk or bicycle ride on the path that horses or mules pulled the packet and cargo boats from Chicago to LaSalle in the 19 th century. You can step out of the ordinary and into Illinois history with a ride along the canal in a mule-pulled replica canal boat. The nearby Lock 16 Visitor Center features exhibits and information about the canal and surrounding areas, a cozy café, charming gift shop and free WiFi for those ready to return to the 21st century.

Health Care
LaSalle residents have access to some of the best health care facilities in the nation. These are two hospitals in the LaSalle area – Illinois Valley Community Hospital in Peru and St. Margaret’s Hospital in Spring Valley.

La Salle has eight medical doctors and six dentists and oral surgeons. The following medical facilities are also located in the City of LaSalle – Hygienic Institute, North Central Behavioral Health Facility, Advanced Hematology and Laser Center and the Veterans Home.  

Education – Public and Private Schools
The youth of LaSalle are fortunate to have access to two excellent school systems – public and private. There are two high schools, grades 9 to 12 – LaSalle Peru Township High School located on Charles Street and LaSalle Peru Christian located on 24th Street. There are four Junior High Schools – Lincoln Junior High, Trinity Catholic Academy, Midwest Christian Academy, and LaSalle Peru Christian that are all located in LaSalle. There are also four elementary schools – Northwest Elementary School (preschool to 5th grade), Trinity Catholic Academy, Midwest Christian Academy, and LaSalle Peru Christian. 

All of the elementary schools offer preschool programs. There are three day care centers – The Kid’s Place, Head Start, and Caring Hands Day Care Center and Preschool. The Lighted Way Development Center provides specialized education for physically and mentally disabled persons of all ages in LaSalle.

The City’s website (under education) has a complete listing of the education opportunities with website links to all the schools in LaSalle. There are also 13 churches for 8 dominations and one synagogue in LaSalle.
 
City Government
The City of LaSalle has a Mayor/Council form of government. The Mayor is elected every four years and the eight aldermen serve four year terms. There are four wards with two alderman elected from each ward elected on a non-partisan basis. The Mayor and City Council in LaSalle have an excellent history of working together for the overall common good of the community and its citizens, without the division and conflict that sometimes occurs in local government. As a result, the level of employee turnover is extremely low.

As specified in the City Ordinance, the Mayor appoints City officials and department heads with the “advice and consent of the Council.” These appointments include the City Clerk, City Treasurer, City Attorney, City Comptroller, City Engineer, Director of Public Works, Economic Development Director, Police Chief, Fire Chief, and Building Inspector. There are numerous boards and commissions that assist the City with city government operations. These boards and commissions are specified in the City Ordinances and include:

The City Council meets every two weeks at 7:00 PM in the Council Chambers at City Hall. The City operates on a May 1st to April 31st fiscal year. The City’s annual budget is $28.7 million.

Municipal Services

The LaSalle Public Library has a large selection of books and genealogy materials. There are numerous computers offering access to electronic resources. The library provides DVD materials, job seeking links, tax forms, e-books, summer reading programs and many youth programs. 

The LaSalle Police Department has a reputation as one of the most progressive, innovative, and proactive police agencies in the Illinois Valley. The Police Department provides or participates in numerous programs such as:

· Tri-County Drug Enforcement Narcotic Team
· School Resource Officers
· Truancy Programs at local schools
· Crime Fee Housing Program
· Nuisance Abatement Program
· Trespass Agreement Program

The Police Department has 28 full time officers. 
[image: C:\Users\sblong\Desktop\Doc.jpg]The LaSalle Fire and Emergency Services is a combination department consisting of four full time Firefighter/Emergency Medical Technicians, six full time Emergency Medical Technician-Paramedics and a compliment of paid on call Firefighter/Emergency Medical Technicians and Medical First Responder Professionals. The department is licensed by the Illinois Department of Public Health as an Advance Life Support Emergency Medical Service. LaSalle Fire and Emergency Services works hard to be prepared through training, staffing, and equipment to respond to emergencies and to control the situations found and minimize hazards to achieve a safe environment for residents. The Department works in partnership with the local division of the Illinois Mutual Aid Box Alarm System (MABAS).  
[image: C:\Users\sblong\AppData\Local\Microsoft\Windows\Temporary Internet Files\Content.Word\LASALLE FIRE STATION 1227 FIFTH STREET.JPG]The LaSalle Fire and Emergency Services also has the responsibility of coordinating the emergency and disaster mitigation, as well as preparedness, planning, response and recovery efforts of the City in conjunction with other city departments. The City of LaSalle’s Fire Department was able to improve its urban rating from a 5 to a 4 in 2011, a testament to the hard work the Fire Department has put in to make LaSalle as prepared a community as possible.

The City Engineer works closely with the Director of Public Works and is responsible for the following:

· Design, review, and support of all public works systems 
· Management of city-owned property 
· Support of economic development activities and services 
· Grant acquisition and administration 
· Review of residential and commercial developments 
· Development and maintenance of city maps and asset database

The City Comptroller processes payroll, accounts payable, accounts receivable, water billings, permits, and licenses. The comptroller’s duties also include the preparation of the annual city budget.

The City employs a full time economic development director who works with entrepreneurs and companies to promote economic opportunities in LaSalle. The director searches for and secures government funding for public infrastructure improvements. The director oversees the City’s economic incentive programs, the tax increment financing process, enterprise zones, and industrial, commercial, and retail real estate location assistance. 

The City’s building inspector oversees the issuance of building permits and the inspection of new construction projects. The building inspector also administers the City’s residential rental licensing program.  

A contract operator provides refuse collection and recycling on a weekly basis. The operator also provides a yard waste collection service and large item pick-up service.



The Public Works Department
[image: C:\Users\sblong\AppData\Local\Microsoft\Windows\Temporary Internet Files\Content.Word\LASALLE SALT DOME 234 1-2 UNION STREET.JPG]The Public Works Department is responsible for a wide range of municipal services, including street maintenance, snow removal, street cleaning, water system, sanitary sewer system, storm sewer, and building maintenance. These are four main divisions within the Public Works Department:

1. Public Works-Street and Water Distribution
2. Water Treatment
3. Buildings and Grounds
4. Waste Water Treatment

The Public Works-Street and Water Distribution Division is responsible for numerous services and duties. The list includes pothole patching, street sweeping, catch basin cleaning, dead animal disposal, branch pickup, garbage pickup from City properties, street repairs, storm drainage repair, snow plowing, street signs, sewer cleaning, mosquito abatement on City property, fleet maintenance, water main maintenance, water valve maintenance, and fire hydrant maintenance. This division is also responsible for locating water mains for the JULIE utility line location program and the installation of residential and commercial water meters.

[image: C:\Users\sblong\AppData\Local\Microsoft\Windows\Temporary Internet Files\Content.Word\Water Treatment Plant 234 Union Street (2).jpg]The Water Treatment Division is responsible for the City’s public water supply, which includes the maintenance, operation, and repair of the City’s water wells, storage tanks, and water plant. The City’s water infrastructure includes two booster stations, seven water wells, four elevated water storage tanks, one ground level storage tank, and the water plant located at 234 Union Street. 

The Buildings and Grounds Division is responsible for the care and maintenance of City buildings and park facilities. The list of responsibilities includes city hall, leaf collection, pool maintenance, park buildings, the mowing of parks and ditches, equipment upkeep, bleachers, plantings on City property, and mulch in the parks.

The South Side Waste Water Treatment Plant treats about 2.0 million gallons of wastewater per day and has a design flow of 3.3 million gallons per day. The facility consists of screening grit removal, pre-aeration, primary clarification, conventional activated sludge, secondary clarification, bleach disinfection, aerobic and anaerobic digestion, sludge lagoon storage, CS0 capture and recycling for treatment. The East Side Waste Water Treatment Plant at 2839 Eagle Drive can treat 1.0 million gallons per day and has flow equalization, Eutek grit removal, activated sludge (VLR) fine screens, membrane bio-reactor, ultra-violet and cannibal solids handling. The City’s waste water treatment department meets or exceeds state and federal quality standards and administers the City’s pretreatment program, which is regulated by the Illinois EPA. 

The Position of Director of Public Works
The position of Director of Public Works is a high level management position and includes responsibilities for the planning, directing, managing, and overseeing all the activities, projects, and operations of the City of LaSalle Public Works Department. The person holding this position is appointed by the Mayor with City Council approval. The position is directly supervised by the Mayor of LaSalle. Specific duties of the position include:

· Assume full management responsibility of all Water, Sewer and Streets personnel and operations.

· Responsible for planning, directing, organizing, and coordinating the activities of all four Public Works Divisions and outside agencies and contractors to accomplish City projects and daily operations.

· Plan, direct and coordinate through subordinate level supervisory personnel a work plan to assure all projects and operational needs are met.

· Formulate long range plans for all four divisions in the areas of fixed asset needs, personnel needs, and City construction projects.

· Select, train, motivate and evaluate Public Works Department personnel; provide and coordinate staffing, work with employees to correct deficiencies, implement discipline and termination proceedings.

· Prepare budget estimates for all four divisions.

· Assess and monitor the City’s infrastructure to provide adequate levels of service both for existing systems and coordinating them with new development.

· Attend and participate in professional groups, stay abreast of new trends and innovations in the field of public works administration.

· Be available on an on-call basis on nights, weekends, and holidays for water, wastewater, and street department related emergencies.

Background and Experience
Candidates for the position of Director of Public Works should have a minimum of five years experience in a supervisory position in either the public or private sector. It is preferred, but not required, that candidates have a Bachelor’s degree in civil engineering, public administration, construction management, business management or related field, or an equivalent combination of education and experience. Candidates for the position should also possess the following qualifications and level of experience or education:

· State of Illinois Class A in Water and State of Illinois Class 1 in wastewater preferred. 

· Substantial high level professional experience in public works, utilities or any combination of experience, education, or training that demonstrates the applicant has leadership competencies necessary to fulfill the job requirements. 

· Ability to prepare a municipal budget for the various department responsibilities as well create and maintain a fixed asset replacement schedule for all equipment under the supervision of this position.

· Ability to analyze and manage construction techniques involving streets and roads, drainage systems, flood control and sanitary sewers.

· Ability to effectively organize and direct personnel to affect maximum efficiency within the department.

· Ability to deal effectively and cooperatively with councils, commissions, boards, other departments and agencies, and with the general public.

· Ability to prepare and submit clear, concise and accurate reports in writing and orally.

· Ability to select, direct, and evaluate other personnel of a high technical and administrative level.

· Ability to develop, write and manage grant opportunities.

· Ability to establish and maintain effective working relationships with subordinates, other employees, government officials and the general public.
· Possess a valid class D Illinois vehicle operator’s license or equivalent license from another state.

· Possess a knowledge and understanding of matters pertaining to employee unions.

· Obtained NIMS certification or the ability to acquire it.

Management Style and Personality Traits
The person, who is selected as the Director of Public Works, will have a great deal of personal interaction with the City’s elected officials, department heads, public works employees, representatives of state and federal agencies, and the citizens of LaSalle. It is recognized and understood that management style and personality are just as important as education and experience, when selecting the City’s next Director of Public Works. Therefore, the City is seeking candidates with the following type of management style and personality traits: 

· Possess good communication skills and the ability to converse with many types of people.

· Be approachable, personable, honest, trustworthy, and credible.

· Possess the ability to be firm, but fair and impartial, in the relationships with City employees and be willing to seek and consider their opinions.

· Be able to motivate the employees in the Public Works Department and earn their trust and respect, and create a culture where employees have pride in their work.

· Possess a well balanced personality with a sense of humor and the ability to make a good first impression with citizens.

· Be comfortable in making public presentations to the City Council, local organizations, and groups.

· Possess strong leadership attributes to lead the Public Works Department and maintain a balanced perspective when dealing with the challenges of the position.

· Be polite, tactful and responsive to citizens and their needs.

· Be willing to work with aldermen on an individual basis and give consideration to their suggestions.

· Possess good time management skills

Future Public Works Projects and Priorities
While many capital projects have been completed in recent years, there is an impressive list of projects and priorities currently under consideration for the Public Works Department. In order to provide potential candidates for the position with an understanding of future needs and projects, the following summary of priorities has been prepared. The projects and priorities are not necessarily in order of importance.

· Continuation of the City’s ongoing efforts to eliminate storm water connections from the sanitary sewer system and to seek funding for such projects.

· Develop a long term capital asset plan that includes an equipment replacement plan and maintenance program.

· Work with the division supervisor to implement a street cleaning effort that meets the needs and expectations of residents.

· Continue the study and implement a plan to protect the City’s water well field from future flooding.

· Identify the funding and schedule the repainting of one of the City’s water towers.

· Study the feasibility of drilling another water well.

· Review and propose options regarding the increased utilization of the East Side Waste Water Treatment Facility.

· Complete the flood protection dike around the South Side Waste Water Plant.

· Complete the televising and analysis of the sanitary sewer system.
